Following subject leadership training the curriculum has been redesigned slightly.

 A bespoke PE curriculum has been created using Get Set.

 Overviews for each year group have been created to support teachers in delivering the scheme and curriculum. 

We now feel we have a robust curriculum in place that shows clear progression and enables pupils to develop strong skills across a range of sporting opportunities. 

Staff subject knowledge and skill knowledge has significantly improved following working alongside the sports coach. 

A similar model will hopefully take place next year to enable more staff to benefit from this in house CPD. Currently the Year 5 cohort has 60% of children who meet the swimming expectations for the end of Key Stage 2. The other 40% will be possible with additional swimming provision. 

Sports Enrichment Week. All pupils in KS2 were able to take part in 2 different activities and KS1 and EYFS all took part in one additional activity.

 Due to staffing constraints this year we were unable to meet our expectations for this target. Sports' Leaders have taken ownership of monitoring the active playtime equipment. This has led to a greater respect for the equipment by all children and the need to replenish equipment has decreased. Sports Leaders have also started to deliver active games using the equipment meaning more children are taking part in active playtimes. 

Sports' Leaders continue to be a prominent part of the school. The profile of PE has clearly been raised through this initiative. Sports' Leaders in all years have started to complete pupil voice feedback following lessons where they discuss with a member of the class what they have learnt in the lesson each week and link it into the school core PE values.

 The Commando Joe intervention was not as successful as we had hoped and did not have the impact we had expected. This was mainly as a result of the personnel involved in its implementation. Our aim is to provide a model for an intervention for the less active / less engaged and will therefore look to pursue this through our own staffing model

	Impact Future: This year our school has recieved the GOLD SCHOOL GAMES MARK AWARD. Previously we have consistently received the Bronze award. The Gold award is a huge success for our school and reflects the changes we have put in place for our PE curriculum and wider sporting opportunities across school.



We have increased the number of level 2 competitions we have taken part in which has not only contributed towards the school games mark but has also increased the number of our KS2 children who have taken part in Level 2 competitions. 



The addiitonal day of employment of our sports coach continues to be a success as not only has it had impact on the amount of CPD we are able to offer our staff but also we have been able to increase the EYFS PE curriculum to ensure those fundamental skills are being delivered. 



Sports Leaders have been a big success across KS2. This year they have started to take on more responsibilites which include organising active playtimes, supporting after school clubs and working alongside pupils in their class to evaluate and reflect on their PE lessons focusing on the key skills being taught. 



Sports Enrichment week has been another key achievement. All pupils across Key Stage had the opportunity to take part in at least 2 new sports.
