Dear Parents and Carers,

Parents’ Evening 
This will take place on Wednesday 13th October and Thursday 14th October from 3:30pm – 6pm. We will be 
offering a telephone call for parents on the Wednesday or a short face to face meeting in school on Thursday. 
You are able to choose which option you would prefer. The meeting is an opportunity to discuss how your child 
has settled in to their new year group and meet their teacher. Children’s books will not be available to look at 
during this time due to COVID control measures. Further information regarding booking appointments will be 
sent out next week. 
 
Late Children  
Unfortunately, we are seeing an increasing number of children who are late. In order to manage this in a safe 
way, any child who misses the school gate will need to wait outside the reception doors with an accompanying 
adult. At 9:10am the children will then be escorted into school by Mrs Scholes or Mr Thorpe. Any child arriving 
after 9:10am will need to wait outside until they are escorted into school at 9:20am by school staff. This is to 
minimise disruption to the classes where the children’s learning will have started promptly at 9am.  
 
Considerate Parking

order to keep our children and families safe, the yellow markings should be kept clear at all times and where 
possible please walk to school.
